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There is significant development in the contribution of online statistical programs in the
field of education. This study identifies the tasks and anticipations of those admitting the
brave to become statistics online tutors. In addition to the responsibilities of developing
and instructing statistical online courses and by referring to new study related to the
process of developing critical thinking within disagreement collaborative learning
situations, six key trends of pedagogical restrictions were identified to express effective
virtual teaching in statistics: program of study. class tutoring, learner understanding,
lucidity and organization, student comment, and student stimulation. A model was
developed from these key trends which are expressed by factors and tested to initiate a
reliable scale that add its own perspective to the statistics approach used as well as the
types and inferences proposed in the paper.
